Ana Krstaji¢ is an award-winning Serbian media
composer whose work spans film, television, theatre,
and video games — and whose international
recognition continues to grow in 2026. Known for her
atmospheric, emotionally layered sound, she has
become one of the most visible Serbian composers
working globally today.

Her music has been featured at festivals and
platforms across Europe and the United States, and
she has collaborated with directors and studios on
projects ranging from narrative films to immersive
digital experiences. Krstaji¢ is also a laureate of
several international composition awards, which
have further strengthened her presence on the world
scene.
